	DTC meets next Friday.  Will ask about the company looking to hire for the oracle upgrades and whether they have community college experience.

Campus update – faculty refresh laptops being ordered, some student services upgrades based on Dr. V. question; library projection.  Laptops, docking stations, new computers no old tech to be moved over to the new building.  Will be printing to consolidate locations more Konica Minolta.  Wireless coverage and network infrastructure being dealt with, network testing, fire testing, building management network.  Needs to be up well ahead of move in.  Fiber structure.  Video surveillance needs to be compatible with our network.  

(Amy – note on centralized printing – need ability to print securely and privately – some security control on printing centrally.  Bala- good feature not yet discussed but really good issue to address and add to formula – action item).  

Couple of months to 1.5 years ago put together a tech priority list.  Apparently lot of money in Measure G, each campus to get an allocation from this – need to make improvements to our numbers and revisit the classroom numbers.  Bala proposing change to $40k per classroom; laptop and desktop upgrade increase to $2k per device.  Data center - $150k; would like discussion of the campus-wide PA system integrated – need a cost number before the next meeting. Not have much time to research.  Bala to Follow up item with Chungwai?  Should this be integrated in the Technology plan? 

Technology requests extracted from APUs – need to increase drastically. Bala to get the number from the VPI.
