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DEGREES, PROGRAMS, AND
TRANSFER REQUIREMENTS

ASSOCIATE DEGREE REQUIREMENTS

Students are eligible for graduation upon satisfactory completion of
90 quarter units of course work leading to an Associate in Arts or an
Associate in Science degree with a minimum grade point average of
2.0. At least 18 quarter units must be taken at College of Alameda.
Students wishing the degree must file petitions in advance of gradua-
tion, in accordance with the dates indicated in the College Calendar.
Associate degrees are conferred at the end of each academic year.

A major will consist of 27 quarter units within a single discipline or
declared interdisciplinary majors. (Courses may be taken from a single
discipline or from related disciplines.) Occupational majors usually re-
quire more than the minimum number of units. See the Suggested
Curricula section in this catalog. Students should consult their coun-
selor or Division Chairman for the specific requirements for each major.

GENERAL EDUCATION

Students must complete at least 23 units of General Education in the
first four categories:

1. Natural Science One (1) course

(An Ethnic Studies course worth at least 3-5 quarter units may simul-
taneously satisfy any one of the above four requirements if it is
offered within that discipline.)

CERTIFICATE OF ACHIEVEMENT

A Certificate of Achievement is awarded in certain occupational cur-
ricula upon satisfactory completion (GPA of 2.0) of a specific area of
study as described in this catalog. Students should consult their coun-
selor or Division Chairman for the specific requirements for each major.

TRANSFER TO A FOUR-YEAR INSTITUTION

Admission policies and graduation requirements vary widely among
four-year colleges and universities and change from time to time —
often upon short notice. Consequently, a student who plans to transfer
to a four-year institution should study carefully the requirements set
forth in the publications of the institution of his choice, noting particularly
the deadline dates for applying for admission and for taking entrance
tests. He should include courses in his program which will fulfill re-
quirements for entrance, for advanced study, and for graduation at the
institution. College counselors will help the student plan his program
and will provide him with accurate technical data which will enable him
to select alternatives in planning a program.

CALIFORNIA STATE UNIVERSITY AND COLLEGES

Students who wish to transfer o a state college must maintain a
grade point average of 2.0 in all work attempted at the community
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college. Those students who were ineligible to enter as freshmen must
complete 84 quarter units with a 2.0 average.l A maximum of 105 quar-
ter units may be transferred from a community college.

GENERAL EDUCATION REQUIREMENTS
FOR THE STATE UNIVERSITY AND COLLEGES

Students can complete the 60 units lower division General Edu_catton
requirements for graduation from a California State Colllege while at-
tending College of Alameda by following the pattern outlined belowl_

A minimum of 60 quarter units must be selec_ted from the following
five categories. At least two courses are reqwre_d in each category
(except Ethnic Studies, in which one course is required). Courses _laken
to fulfill the requirement in one category cannot be used to fulfill the
requirement in any other category.

If all General Education courses are completed, College of Alameda
will, upon request from the student, certify the completion of these
requirements. This certification will accompany transcripts sent to
California State University and Colleges.

Students should consult their counselor to obtain more detailed in-
formation on General Education requirements.

The California State University and Colleges require for graduation
that a student successfully complete an American Institutions course of
study. It is recommended that this be done while the student is com-
pleting his General Education requirements at the College of Alameda.
A student may do so by completing one of the following: History 2A, 2B,
3A, 3B, 5, 6B, 7, Political Science 1, 5.

The remaining 24 units required to transfer vary considerably from
college to college. Consult your division counselor for information con-
cerning specific colleges.

UNIVERSITY OF CALIFORNIA

Students must satisfy, either through high school or college courses,
the following high school requirements: (1) U.S. history — one course;
(2) English — three courses; (3) mathematics (elementary algebra and
plane geometry) — two courses; (4) science (a third or fourth year
subject with laboratory) — one course; (5) foreign language (one lan-
guage) — two courses and (6) advanced mathematics, additional
laboratory science, or additional foreign language.

Courses may not count in fulfilling these requirements if the student
received a grade of “D” or below. The student’s overall average grade
must be at least a “B” in the courses listed above.

Community college transfer students are expected to meet the gen-
eral requirements outlined below. Students eligible to enter the Univer-
sity of California as freshmen must maintain a grade point average of at
least 2.0 at College of Alameda. Students who were ineligible to enter
as freshmen must earn a minimum GPA of 2.0 in 84 transfer units. A
maximum of 105 community college transfer units may be accepted by
the University.
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BREADTH REQUIREMENTS —

Except for students majoring in Business Administration, Engineering
and other professional schools, students are subject to the require-
ments of the College of Letters and Science which involve taking eight
transfer courses in any field outside the student’s major. Students
should consult with their counselor to obtain more specific information.
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
