semantic ambiguity
from the National Enquirer, March 5, 2007:
 
We (National Enquirer)  “accept that there is no question of a romantic relationship between Miss Diaz and Mr. Nickerson.”
 
“there is no question of…” has a triple meaning: 
 
1.  that no one is asking a question about their behavior.
 
2.  that there is no doubt about their having a relationship
 
3.   that the Enquirer itself is now stating they believe there is no romantic relationship between the two persons mentioned. 
 
This is a convenient triple meaning… the Enquirer may be implying that there is indeed a romantic relationship going on (meaning #2), while in the same sentence it is logically possible for them to weasel out of this insinuation by claiming they only meant to assert meaning #3.  The most straight-forward interpretation of this ambiguity would be #1.
