Tiebout… summary

The concept of God is basically the same in Christianity & Judaism.

God is One, personal, and concerned w/humans.

Communion w/God is possible.

To serve God & to enjoy his presence is the highest good.

God is moral.  He acts through Law and mercy.

The living God… God acts in history; uses human actions to fulfill his plans. 

Man:  destined for eternal fellowship w/God, and it is not ended with death.  (resurrection of the dead, introduced by Pharisees).

Covenant… moral and ritual elements.

Christians and Jews hold the same moral views, though they differ with regard to ritual. 

Both hold to the prophetic view of history.

Sin:  rebellion and mistrust and self-elevation… the same in both.

Consequences:  disruption of inter-personal relations; split in the individual psyche;  extra mundane:  loss of heaven & punishment in hell.

Salvation:  depends on God’s forgiveness & love.

Man must repent, turning around of the soul… it must be heart-felt.

Messianic age:  Kingdom of God will come… = salvation.

Special group… the chosen group is to be God’s instrument to bring man into the kingdom and to prepare man for entry into the Kingdom when it comes.
